Summary

Stoiko O. M. The impact of war on the formation and development of the welfare state. - Article.

In the context of the impact of war on the formation and development of the welfare state, three key trends
are identified and analysed: strengthening of fiscal policy, centralisation of public administration and im-
provement of social security.
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In the fiscal sphere, wars lead to the introduction of new taxes and a significant increase in existing ones.
The need for additional revenues to the state treasury is driven by the high cost of warfare and the growing
demand for social protection and social justice from citizens.

The war leads to centralisation of public administration and deepens the penetration of the state into so-
ciety, as the first priority of public authorities is to meet the army's urgent needs for material and human
resources.

Improvements in the social security system for various segments of the population in a number of Western
countries also resulted from the war, as the development of military technologies and large-scale mobilisa-
tions led to an unprecedented number of war victims in the twentieth century.

However, the provision of social assistance to certain groups had important but ambiguous consequences
for the development of the welfare state. Although in some countries generous benefits for veterans exceeded
or even supplanted social benefits for the civilian population, they were precursors of the welfare state in the
long term, because these schemes were based on fundamentally new principles of benefit provision or includ-
ed new policies that later extended to the social security of the civilian population.

The most obvious and direct impact of the war on social policy was the creation of a number of social pro-
tection schemes for different categories of the population. The establishment of the ministries of social secu-
rity and the legislative provision of social protection were key events in laying the foundations for the future
welfare state. There has also been a gradual evolution of the extension of social protection to foreign veterans,
which is typical for the 21st century, in particular in Israel and France.

It is noted that the Russian-Ukrainian war, and especially the full-scale invasion in February 2022, contrib-
uted to the improvement of social security legislation for both the military and the civilian population. How-
ever, the significant dependence on external support and the prospect of European integration will determine
the uniqueness of the Ukrainian welfare state model in the post-war period.
